It contains original and review

papers, brief reports, book reviews, special communications, observational and theoretical

results in various fields of astronomy and related sciences, and some editorial notes, including

anniversaries and obituaries.

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Summer Math Camp for Children from Artsakh Came to Its End

The summer math camp, organised for children and teenagers from Artsakh (particularly
Hadrut and Shushi regions) came to its end on 1 July.

The camp was held at the Byurakan Astrophysical Observatory (BAO) on the initiative of
Victor Ambartsumian's granddaughters, Anna Ambartsumian and mathematician Gayane
Panina with the sponsorship of Aurora Humanitarian Initiative and BAO.

During the camp, the children participated in Math classes conducted by famous Russian
mathematicians, got acquainted with the activity and achievements of BAO, visited the
telescopes, Victor Ambartsumian House-Museum, and had night observations with telescopes.
Moreover, the participants had meetings with people of other professions, and made visits to

nearby sights.

The aim of the camp was to deepen the mathematical knowledge of the participants, assist them
in professional orientation, introduce the Russian methodology of teaching mathematics in
Armenia and Artsakh, improve the moral and psychological condition of children affected by
the hostilities, as well as to promote Armenian-Russian relations in science and education.
